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REVIEW OF STATUS OF Compliance

NOR-CAL 6” & 9” LOWERED FLOOR Ford E-150, E-250 or E-350

In order for wheelchair users to drive or ride in personal use motor vehicles, the vehicle must be modified to accommodate the different requirements that are unique to this clientele. Such modifications may void some, or all, of the original compliance statements made by the original vehicle manufacturer (OEM). Furthermore, when the original vehicle is incomplete, the final stage manufacturer must ascertain that the completed vehicle meets the OEM and Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS) requirements and specifications. The final stage manufacturer or alterer must therefore review the status of the vehicle’s compliance and, if pertinent, demonstrate that the vehicle remains in compliance with all applicable FMVSS. The review process can be conducted using OEM data such as the body builder guide and the incomplete vehicle document, as appropriate, and compliance can be demonstrated through many different methods such as testing and engineering analysis.  

Nor-Cal Vans certifies that based on the results received and documented through several physical crash tests completed through the MGA Research Corporation, and based on third party engineering analysis, it has demonstrated and established a path to compliance. Recent crash testing of the 2009 Ford E-Series van, completed on 10/27/08 by the Mobility Alliance of which Nor-Cal Vans is a member, demonstrates an on-going commitment and understanding by Nor-Cal Vans of the application of  FMVSS CFR title 49 section 571 with specific data supporting its claim to compliance. All tests were conducted at MGA, Burlington, Wisconsin on modified vehicles that are representative of current production vehicles.  
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
